Photo Mojo
{Great Snow Shot$

Snow photography can be broken down into two types of conditi
1) Images made while the snow is falling.
2) Bright sunlight reflecting off a blanket of white.
Both provide great conditions in which to capture awesom&ghaphs!

Falling snow reduces the overall contrast. Clutter is mdoeneath the fallen snow. Falling snow adds layers of
perspective that emphasize the foreground elements \Whileackground ones fade away.

To make your shots interesting, use slow shutter speedatigerate the streaking lines of the flakes. To freeze
their motion, use a shutter speed of 1/125 or faster. Avsiinly the flash — it will make the snow look like
white blobs. Moving close to a foreground element will enabletp emphasize the layers of perspective. The
closer objects will be recorded darker than those tginlio recede in the distance.

Bright snow will fool your meter into giving you a “falseeading resulting in gray snow instead of white. To
prevent this, you need to fool the meter by overexposiagstene. How much overexposure depends on how
much pure white is in the composition. If the scene is 1@bfite, fool the meter by going over 1 1/2 to 2 stops.
If there’s a perfect balance between white snow andster#tow areas, as little as 1/3 compensation is alkthat’
necessary.
