Photo Mojo

{Color Popping with a Hint of a Burn}

If that’s not an odd yet intriguing title, | don’t know wathis! In this article | will show you how | go about
adding a bit of a color pop to each of my photos, and khell take it a bit further by illustrating how to add
vignette (also known as a burned-in effect) to your phosirsy Adobe Photoshop Elements 5.0

1. Open your photo and resize it to your liking. Create achtpliayer using the LAYER selection at the top
toolbar. Working on the duplicate background layer, clicEBHHANCE>ADJUST LIGHTING>LEVELS

2. Working on the same layer, click on ENHANCE>ADJUSGHTING>BRIGHTNESS/CONTRAST.
Move the slider to adjust the contrast — usually 10 iatlegage number.

3. Click on ENHANCE>ADJUST COLOR>HUE/SATURATION. Me\slider over to get your desired effect.




4. Now click on LAYER>MERGE VISIBLE which will combingour layers.

5. You will then need to create a new layer — LAYER¥NEPress the letter D to set your foreground color to

black and then press ALT-BACKSPACE to fill new layeriwiitlack. Set the FEATHER to 170 pixels for a
high-resolution photo.

6. Now hit BACKSPACE to remove the black in the ceiatedl reveal your photo underneath. If the vignette is

how you like, press CONTROL-D to deselect. If the vigmet too dark, you can go to the Layers palette and
adjust the Opacity of the black layer.

7. Now merge the layers again and here is your final ptbduc
