Photoshop Techniques {Rounded Corners & Burning Edges}

It's
amazing how something so simple can give your photo sudfeeedt look. This is a simple technique to do in
Photoshop!

| will give you detailed instructions, using PSE 6, and mahgroversions of Photoshop will work as well.

*Open your photo in Photoshop.

*Layer > Duplicate Layer > OK

*From your tools on the far left, choose the "roundedarggle tool"

*On your top toolbar, you will see it says "radius”. Yeaan choose the amount of curve to your corners. Let's
put it at 4.5 for this photo.

*Using the tool on your photo, drag your rectangle tool to sadbe portion on the photo you want to crop.
*You will now see a solid white square over your photo.

*Choose the magic wand tool from your toolbar on thedetét click on your photo. You will see a prompt that
says simplify the shape. Click yes. Your rectangtaukhbe selected.

*Go to select > inverse

*You should now having the "marching ants" around your shapéh@nolutside border of your photo.

*Push your delete button on your keyboard.

*On the right side of your screen you should see tbathave 3 layers.

*The bottom layer says "background" take that layer anditmafp the trash.

*You should now see your photo with rounded corners

*Go to layer > flatten image

*You are ready to save your photo!

*Open your photo in Photoshop

*Click on Filter > correct camera distortion

*On the right side you should see "vignette"

*You can see the slider where you can change the anmatngdu want.
*For this photo, put -50 in the top box.
