Direct eye contact can be as engaging in a picture as it is in real life. When taking a picture of someone, hold 
the camera at the person's eye level.  

For children and pets, that usually means stooping to their level. Your subject doesn't have to stare at the camera 
-- all by itself that eye level angle will create a personal and inviting feeling that pulls you into the picture. Also, 
if you get down on their level they usually respond to you in a different way and this will often give you 
pictures that would not be possible for another angle.

An easy way to give your embellishments dimension is to back them 
with pop dots. Here, I cut out flower embellishments from a sheet of 
patterned paper and layered them to my page with a couple of foam 
dots.

Layouts in 15 Minutes {or Less}

10 Minutes 
 
The greens and oranges of the Kimberly Poloson Cabana Blooms 
paper reminded me of the fall when the leaves on oak 
trees change from green to orange. I immediately thought of these 
photos of my sister and I and decided to use this paper line to scrap 
them.  
 
You can never go wrong using cardstock as the base of your layout, 
and that is what I decided to do here. Next I cut a large block of 
patterned paper just a little bit taller than my focal point photo. I 
adhered my focal photo and then matted the entire block on a 
contrasting color. I tore the bottom edge for some interest.  
 
I always like to anchor my photo groupings with a strip of patterned 

paper. I love how the striped patterned paper appears as though I have layered several different patterns 
together! Fast and easy!  
 
To create a "home" for my title and journaling I stacked three of the Tim Holtz journaling tickets. 
 
       15 Minutes 
 
There were still a few open areas on my page that needed a little 
TLC.  
 
I love how fast it was to embellish these areas with the Heidi Grace 
flocked flourish accent. I didn't even have to break out the adhesive 
and flock . . . it was just ready to go . . . and matched the fuzzy 
texture of the Cabana Blooms paper perfectly!  
 
I still had a few minutes left, so I quickly cut out the damask flourish 
pattern from a sheet of patterned paper. It anchored my top left 
corner perfectly! A couple of dimensional stickers overlapping the 
flourish and focal photo "connects" everything together nicely.

How-To Project 
{Paint Technique}

Supplies: 
 
Acrylic paint (two to three colors) 
Two to three foam brushes 
Repositionable glue stick 
Canvas 
Die cuts 
Rubber cement glue 
Black marker 
Alphabet letters for title or quote 
Liquid glue 
 
Instructions: 
 
1.  Apply the repositionable glue to the back of 
your die cuts and place them where you’d like 
on the canvas. Now I painted my canvas a very 
light color yellow and even wiped most of the 
paint off for a lighter background, but you can 
just leave it white. It will depend what you like 
and your color combo. 
 

2.  After the die cuts are positioned and adhere firmly, take the rubber cement glue and 
drizzle in a circular motion around the entire canvas overlapping the die cuts. Let the 
rubber cement glue dry.  
  
3.  Squirt some of your color choices on a plate. Now using a separate foam brush for each color, start painting 
the canvas by “dabbing” the paint not brushing back and forth.  Blend the colors, but don’t over do it on a brush 
of a different color. Keep “dabbing” the canvas until the entire thing is cover and has the look that you desire. 
Let dry completely. 
 

4.  Remove die cuts and rubber cement 
entirely.  You can now outline your die 
cut  area with a black marker to make 
them “pop” as I have the birds on my 
canvas. 
 
5.  Apply your title or quote to canvas 
with an appropriate glue.  I used Scrappy 
Glue by Magic Scraps, but I’m most 
certain any type of liquid glue would 
work. 

 
Remember this technique can be used not only for a canvas, but also for a background on a layout or in a 
journal. Whatever the purpose, just have fun creating it! 

 
 



Jazzing Up Your Patterned Paper

Ever so often, I come into possession a sheet of plain patterned paper and I have this immense urge to jazz it up. 
Well, these days, it’s easy to do so with a bottle of glimmer mist and some stencils. Recently I received a box of 
Tattered Angels stencils and I lost no time in playing with them.  
 
Stamp an image randomly onto the patterned paper. Then, having chosen the desired stencil, 
stick it down unto the patterned paper using repositionable glue. Using a bottle of glimmer 
mist, spray onto it. In order to avoid blobs of glimmer mist, the bottle is best held at least 12” 
away and sprayed lightly. Slowly build up layers of spray to get the desired color. This is 
how it should look like, a watermark image of the stencil. 
 
Now scrapped accordingly as desired. Usually less is more, as I want the stenciled image to 
show. Here’s what I’ve created. As it’s not evident from the layout, I’ve also included a close up view of the 
layout. Based on the theme of my layout, the image represents ‘flame’ shooting upwards.  
 

So the next time you want to give a new lease 
of life to patterned paper, trying jazzing it up. 
You’ll be surprised how different it will look 
after a few squirts from a bottle of glimmer 
mist and a stencil.
