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Scrapbook Shortcuts {Take the Stick Out of Stickers}[

When choosing paper, | love to see coordinating shestickérs. They're
usually much less expensive than the other matching embediigh. | also
love all the ways | can use them!

The most obvious way to use stickers is to stick theetty to your project.
However, | love to add a bit of dimension and “pop.” Bstieker is flat, right?
Not if you take the stick out of it! Either brush on adfibaby powder (really!) with a dry paint brush, or just
tack it against your clothes a few times to pick up lintl uttg no longer sticky. Then add foam dots to the back
and adhere. This is also a great way to use stickenrsomething bulky, since the bulk underneath won't show
by raising the sticker. On this card, the ribbon would h&esva through the front of a flat sticker.
