{Staying Organized While Working on a Layout}

Although I'm obsessed with being organized, | admit that it looks like a tornado ripped though my studio when I'm in the
middle of a layout. It just never fails...I get so involved in the design process that | pay no attention to where I'm throwing
my tools, embellishments, and scraps of paper. Of course, there is a simple solution. | could immediately return
everything to its home as | finish using it. But that would totally cut into my creativity if | had to stop and think about
putting everything back. So a more realistic solution for me is sub-organizing. This could involve simply using a basket to
throw the mess into while working, and then when you're finished with the layout everything can be emptied from the
basket and placed where it belongs. Paper scraps are another problem all together and require a separate solution. | like
to keep a memorabilia pocket or file folder on my scrap table. | put all of my paper scraps into the folder as | work, and
this folder also holds all of my leftover sheets that | pulled but didn’t use. This folder system allows me to put my papers
away all at once. Regardless of whether you have an entire room dedicated to scrapbooking, or share a space with
another major room in the home, the most important key to keeping your work space organized is to return supplies to
their assigned home on a regular basis. Even if you only spend 5 minutes each day putting things back in place after a
layout, you will easily keep the clutter down to a minimum.

Cover the chipboard and add rubons for
your title. You're done!

15 minutes!
You will notice | switched it up a little on this
layout, I turned the half cut circle paper and
decided to stack my photos one on top of the
other. | left the journaling the same, but added a
few more pieces of patterned paper from the Kit,
some ribbon and more chipboard.....

You can add even more...it just depends on what
you want to do. But this is a quick and easy way
to get some projects done in a very short period
of time.

The scallop is a bit small, but is still pretty none#issl You could also trace coins or
small jars along the edge and then hand-cut.

Resorting to using the new lines of Bazzill scallopedstack is one of my favorite
ways to obtain the scalloped edge. Even though Bazalbhready done the work for
us by providing a cardstock already trimmed with the scall@uge, unfortunately it
is only produced in limited colors. Therefore, | usesitiastencil for tracing the
papers that | need for a layout. | have produced many adai®p this way.

You can also use your Basic Grey notch tool if you om&. oYou achieve a
medium-sized scalloped edge by using the half moon blads.wHyiis very
time consuming, but once again produces a nice look.




~ Just recently, though, | have discovered that you caa usener rounder to
achieve the look of a scalloped edge. | purchased my tmercmunders
inexpensively at Joann’s. They both came with an edge @tbem that you
remove to make the scalloped edge. The yellow one sti@vwexge removed.
You then flip the rounder over and cut along the edge of yaper carefully
lining up each punch.

However you decide to achieve this look, just give it you'll love the end
result!

It's a gregitava
showcase a single event or a small number of picturesnted it to be simple with minimal journaling amut

a whole lot of trimming of my photos. | have 5 pagethenbook with 10 pictures...plus | put an extra picture
in the back. This was a quick and easy project to make.

Materials
circle punch
stapler
journaling pen
1 sheet of double sided 12X12 patterned paper

1 sheet of 12X12 coordinating cardstock

embellishments (from the kit: ribbon, tags, flower &odkplate)
10 photos trimmed to 3 1/4 x5 1/2 or
smaller

1 pop dot (for cover)

Instructions
1. Trim the patterned paper down the middle so you h&Vexal2" piece of
paper

2. Holding the patterned paper lengthwise, mark 3 3/4" fremdp, mark




another 3/8" from that, then 4 1/4" from that. Scordnedthose three folds. |
inked all my edges too.

3. The last fold will fold the opposite way, 3/4". Trany extra. See figure 1.
Set aside.

4. Next cut the inside pages using the sheet of coordinatrdgtock. |
included 5 pages in my book. So, | cut 5 pieces of cardstotX by 4".

5. Next, | stacked my 5 pieces of cardstock page on topchf @her and tucked

them inside the matchbook...don't staple yet. Thenjrigpttiem tightly down,
fold them down toward the front as if you were openirgggages. This will help to "mark™ where you should
end your photos when placing them on the inside pages.

6. You are now ready to assemble the pictures in yoak.bdo make it a

little more interesting and provide a place for me tonation each page, |
used a circle punch and punched either an entire hole pidhee or just
half and included journaling there. Adhere all photos tg#Hwes on both
sides of the cardstock. See figure 2.

7. Stack your completed pages together and carefullyed@gbook
together on the bottom 6/8" fold like a matchbook. Ilstpwice in 3
columns.

8. You can also add an additional journaling block orirtiele top of
your matchbook. | stamped "Best Friends".

9. Now, the best part...decorate your cover! | useddptgunder my flower to give it some dimension.
