Starting with this newsletter and in each thereaktesll show you just what you can do with those kitsain
very short amount of time. Everything that | includeny projects will be within a kit with the exception of
maybe ribbon, ink, things that most scrappers have on hand.

| am going to show you 2 layouts that are the same beteiift.

10 minutes!
This first layout takes approximately 10 minutes
to complete. Cut the patterned paper, mount your
photos onto cardstock, then on the patterned
paper. Cut 2 squares then cut them on the
diagonal to make the corners. Ink the edges if you
wish, add the title and you are done!
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15 minutes!
Using the same basic supplies but adding a little
more from the Kkit, a little more patterned paper,
some ribbon from my stash, a few embellishments,
additional cardstock some hidden journaling a little
doodling and you have a quick lo that looks like it
took 30 minutes when in reality it took about 15.

You can add even more it just depends on what
you want to do. But this is a quick and easy way
to get some projects done in a very short period of
time.

Use your Stash! Altered items

This month I'd like to show you an altered basket | mad®td some scrapping gifts over the holiday. The
original idea for this came from my friend Karen Burnis{designer for Creative Imaginations and Rusty
Pickle). Karen showed a basket she made on her BudG\a& adapted it by adding some additional
weaving. If you want a good laugh, you need to check outnkaBL.OG at
http://karenburniston.typepad.com/i_am_not_lefthandddaren is not only talented and smart, she is very
funny.

You can use up a variety of scrapping paper leftovers makagket like this. The basket is a simple wire
basket from the Dollar Tree store. I've made thskieain the round shape (see the pink one) and the géetan
shape which is the Daisy D paper. I'm keeping the Daisp®for myself to hold my scrapping embellishment
and ribbon leftovers so | can use them up and not fobgettahose leftovers.

The basket is very easy. If you can weave in and out, y
can do this. You cut strips of paper slightly wider ra¢ o

end and weave them in and out through the wire openings.
Use double-sided paper if you want or use 2 strips back to
back for each weave like | did. Then your inside wilblse
pretty as the outside. To keep it all together glue using
your glue gun at the top and bottom. You'll see I've end
woven the bottom of the rectangle basket as wdll foa

crazy — but it looks very cool !) On the round one youwehav
to cut a circle shape to cover the bottom. Oncefdhe
weaving is done, dress it up with ribbon on the top &
bottom edges and on the handle, too. Add some pretty silk
flowers and you have a really pretty basket! | think |

might make some for my bathroom to hold some pretty
soaps and hand towels as well. Not only that, it ista ge
way to use up some papers you have that are older and you
might not scrap with. Enjoy!

When it comes to altered rolodex cards for scrapbodkeysusually are used for
tracking information similar to how business people usmthbowever, the
information is a bit different. The cards are &d@ly decorated on the front,
usually with a photo and contain useful information anliack such as address,
telephone, email, blog link, or birthday.

The cards can stored on a regular office rolodex fith altered title tabs for each
letter of the alphabet. They can also be storedbox (altered of course) or in a
binder using clear baseball card holders.

Let's Learn Photoshop

I've noticed a lot of times when | take photos, thingsraore evident in photographs. For instance, in my
family, we have a tendency for bags under our eyesatbalistracting in photographs. There are pretty simple
ways to touch these up. Make sure that you keep the phaot@inabking.

First, open your file.

Then duplicate your layer,
by clicking and dragging
your layout to the duplicate
layer button in your layer
palette. We will work on
the second layout to
preserve the original
photograph



Next, click on the zoom tool.

Click and drag on your photo to enlarge the part you
want to work on. Make sure your second layer is
selected in your layers palette.

Select your healing patch tool from the tools palettieoks like this:

Make a selection of what you want to correct.



Then click and drag to an area of skin that is smoadhbéamish
free, usually the forehead or cheek.

Deselect the area by hitting CRTL+D on your keyboard. Make
other corrections to wrinkles or under-eye circles. ddwected
portions will look a little fake, but we’ll correct than our next step.
In your layers palette, slide the opacity on your sedayer down
until your corrections look natural.

Hit CTRL+E to flatten the layers. Using the samehuodt correct any
blemishes, but on the original layer, since you don’'ttvaauy of these
