Photo Mojo 
{Colors that “Pop”}

This will be a quick and easy tutorial on how to make those colors really come alive in your photos. I am using 
Photoshop Elements 5.0. Begin by going into PSE, and opening the photo that you would like to work with. On 
the toolbar above your photo, click on enhance, scroll down to lighting, and choose brightness & contrast. 
This is where it really comes to trial and error. Play with the numbers a bit, moving both the brightness and 
contrast up. In my example, I moved the brightness +20, and the contrast +15. Each photo will be different. 
Play with the numbers a bit. After you are happy with the changes to your lighting, click on enhance on the 
toolbar, and scroll down to unsharp mask. These numbers can also be played with a bit. In my photo I used 
30/10/0. These numbers tend to be safe for many photos. If that looks too sharp, you can also try 20/10/0. 
Photoshop is all about trial and error. You will become more comfortable with practice. If you have any 
questions, please ask in the camera review forum.

Do you love the look of vintage or eclectic layouts? Which is your 
favorite element—unique fonts, timeless layers, or artistic swirls? 
I have always admired the shabby chic look from a 
distance…knowing all too well that I could not pull it off within 
the walls of my scrap space.  And I am also brave enough to admit 
that the “lazy scrapper” in me truly didn’t want to invest the 
necessary time to mesh the multiple elements. No worries. There 
is another option—clear overlays. Check out this simple layout. I 
added journaling, trimmed and adhered a photo, and mounted the 
clear overlay on a simple background design. Look at the details. 
Can you believe this layout only required three steps? Now there is 
plenty of room for additional embellishments. And you can make 
the background as intricate as the overlay. The possibilities are 
endless, but you also have the option of completing a simple 
layout in three steps with an amazing end result. �

Almost everything used in these layouts can be found 
in the kits with the exception of things that you should 
have in your stash, ink etc.

10 minutes! 
The 10 minute layout this month is super 
quick…maybe even less than ten minutes. These 
papers were so pretty that I just could not make myself 
cut this one apart.  So take two horizontal 4x6 photos 
and mat them onto the green cardstock in a stacked 
format.  Then take the other vertical 4x6 photo and mat 
it alone.  Ink all the edges.  Arrange the photos on the 
layout as desired.  I used the ribbon from the kit, tied it 
into a bow, and strung it across the bottom of my page.  
I also used a stamp from my stash to stamp along the 
left side of the pictures.  Select your title from the 
rubons that are included in the kit.  My journaling is 
hidden, but you can add your journaling in any 
location.  It’s that easy!

15 minutes! 
The most time-consuming task for the 15 minute layout 
is cutting the flowers from the paper in the kit. I cut 
two, inked them, and attached them randomly. I then 
took the photo corners and attached one or two on each 
photo. I also cut the smaller flowers from the same 
sheet of paper and layered them on top of the ribbon.  
Note: I also moved my journaling box so that it was not 
hidden under the flowers.

Shirt Card 
Tami Floyd 

 
During my world wide web travels, I came across this cute little card plus instructions.  I thought I’d try one for 
myself and share the details with all of you.  It would be so cute for a little Father’s Day card or any type of card 
needed for that special male in our lives! 
 
Supplies Needed: 8 1/2" x 11" patterned paper (thin is best), pencil, ruler, ribbon, buttons, or other 
embellishments 

 
1. A thin piece of patterned paper is 
recommended.  Begin by pinching, 
NOT folding, the edges of the paper, the 
long way, to find the center on the short 
sides (or end) of the paper. 
 
2. Fold in the long sides of the paper to 
the center, making sure the pattern is on 
the outside.  Have the two sides meet in 

the center making sure not to 
overlap the edges.   
 
3.  Using your ruler, mark a 2 1/8" 
line from the bottom edge. 
 
4. Place your ruler on the line and 
fold the paper up, making a nice 
crisp fold. 
 

5. Open up the paper and fold up the bottom two corners to the  
crease that you created in the last step. 
 
6. Fold in the outer edges to the center as shown.  Then flip the paper 
over so the seam is underneath. 
 
7.  On the opposite edge as the folded in corners, mark and turn the 
top edge down about 3/8".  Flip card back over to the seam side. 
 

 
8. Flip card back over to the seam side.  Fold the top 
corners into the center seam to about 3/8" from the top 
and you should then be able to see the start of a collar. 
 
9. On the opposite end of the collar, pull out the inside 
of the crease to make a white square with the backside 
of the patterned paper. 
 
 

 
 
 



10. Do the same thing on the other side. 
 
11.  Fold the bottom back up on the 
crease. 
 
12. Fold the sleeves up to the collar and 
tuck in. 
 
13. At this point you can decorate your 
little shirt with ribbon, buttons, lace, 
cardstock...or anything you can imagine. 
I added a note to the inside from my 
kids to their dad for Father’s Day. 
 
Hope you all enjoy this little creation 
originally instructed by Jennifer Kirk!

Showcase Your Layouts with a Decorative Easel 
Jacquie Veach 

 
I have been looking for ways to use my art in my home décor and even 
making gifts for the home.  I ran across this easel when I was looking for 
some new photo frames at Home Goods.  I thought, “This is perfect, I can 
make a small layout and display it on this decorative easel for my mom’s 
newly redecorated family room!”  So, that is what I did with the June kit—a 
large photo of the grandkids, some chipboard and a fun 3-dimensional 
flower.  I made this gift for my Mom but you could easily adapt it for 
Father’s Day, graduation or a great memory with family and friends. 
 
From the June Medley kit: 
3 sheets of Crate Paper Brunch d/s patterned paper 
Creative Imaginations alphabet rubons 
Daisy D’s green metal corners 
Imaginisce corduroy brad (candy apple) 
 
 
Instructions: 

1. Cut chipboard to size.  Wallpaper the chipboard background.  I used two complementary pieces of Crate 
Paper and tore it diagonally from the upper left to lower right corners.   

2. Adhere photo in place. 
3. To make the 3-D flower, hand-draw a flower on your first pp, about 4.5” in diameter.  Hand cut the 

flower out.  Trace that flower for the next one and when cutting that one out, cut inside about a 1/4 inch. 
Repeat for the top layer.  Place a pop dot between the top layer and the second layer.  Punch a hole in 
the middle for your brad and put the brad in place.  Put a pop dot on top of the bottom flower and attach 
to the bottom of flower.  Adhere 3-D flower to the layout with glue or double faced tape. 

4. Decorate with remaining embellishments. 
5. Cover the back with a piece of cardstock or left over patterned paper to finish it.
