Once again | will show you two layouts—one that should tekeapproximately 10 minutes, while the other
should take about 15 minutes to complete. | will be usiagiree House Memories for this month’s layouts
and everything (with the exception of ink and the penswiea¢ used) can be found in the kit...

10 minutes!
For the first layout | chose to go very simple. |
selected the two patterned papers from the kit and
layered them; took the additional paper with the
circles and cut out the circles randomly; matted my
photos on the black cardstock; added the title;
done! For this layout | decided to have my
journaling hidden, it can be found where the black
tab is located.....

15 minutes!
For the next layout, | went a little further. Agalin,
layered the patterned paper basically the same—just
added to it and decided to move the pictures over to
the left. 1 again randomly cut from the circle paper
and placed them on the background. | also used the
corners as well as the chipboard embellishment that
came in the kit and decided to add my title to that. |
took my white sharpie and added some doodles and
journaling around the hand cut circles.

So there you have it...very easy to complete two
layouts with this kit, and it takes very little time to
do it.

Punch two holes in the top of two panels and punchiimes in both the
top and bottom of the other panel as shown.

Trace and cut Basic Grey monogram letters to coordwmisttethe first
letter of your child’s name.

Mat three 4x6 photosAssemble your photos, buttons, chipboard hearts,
and letter on each panel. Make each of them diffeaedtunique—place

them off center and hanging off the edge for a moregcl®ok.

When all panels have been created, it is time to connec
them. Cut one piece of selected ribbon to 13 inches. C
(4) four inch pieces of selected ribbon. Connect 13 inch
piece of ribbon to top panel. Make sure to adhere well.
{l used Scrappy Glue that | just love.}

Place other pieces of ribbon through holes connecting tpe

other panels. Glue or adhere each to panels.

Once everything is adhered with tape or glue and set, ypur
project is complete!!
