Fall Garland Project
Tami Floyd

| decided to create little something to hang on my walldcorate my home for the fall season. It was rathe
simple to put together. | hope you find the time to createfor yourself!

Supplies:

grapevine garland in desired length wooden plagiéhe on clearance at my local craft store.)
Bazzill cardstock brown pen

hot glue sticks and gun brown ink

ribbon Mod Podge

raffia foam brush

family photo wire

alphabet for title fall floral pick

drill & bit template for leaves
pop dots

1. Start by taking wooden plaque and drilling two holes on eadras

shown. Place a piece of wire through the holes thithopen ends
facing the backside. Twist taunt near the holes,daud the rest of
the wire free so you are able to attach the plaque tgattiend.

2. Measure cardstock to cover the front and sides ofidlogi@. Adhere
these pieces with Mod Podge. Ink all edges.

3. Either cut letters for the quote or use any other agihddsired.
Glue the guoteltitle on the plague making sure to leave arogen
for the photo on the left side. Mod Podge the entirgygdwo times. Make sure the plaque is
completely dry before handling.

4, Mat your photo as desired and place pop dots on the baek adhere to the plague at a tilt. Take a
piece of raffia and tie around the top left corner.

5. Take ribbon and intertwine within the grapevine garland.

Now for the leaves, | was fortunate enough to be altettthem with my digital cutter. However, |

have included a template for the leaves that | usedt A&leaves between the two sizes using different
colored cardstock. After | cut the leaves out, kmkhe edges and drew in some veins. Then, | applied
Mod Podge to all leaves.

Take two leaves and adhere to the top right cofrttleqplaque above the title as shown.

8. Attach the plaque to the center of the garland byrguthe wire through the garland and then twisting
the wire taunt to secure the plaque tightly to the gdrlan

9. Hot glue the leaves in desired locations, but make swtand back once in a while so you know you
are getting an asymmetrical look on both sides.

10.  Take pieces from your chosen floral picks and hotthlel where
desired.

11.  Wrap pieces of raffia loosely around the garland.

12.  Voila!" You have yourself a beautiful fall arrangemtie
