Open photo in Photoshop.

Go to Layer>Duplicate layer. (You have now createdebtical layers of
your photo)

Go to Enhance>Convert to Black & White. (Your photo tlmat gee
should now be Black & White)

On the left hand side of your screen there is a tapld@ose the lasso
tool.

Look for the tool bar at the top of your screen, ana wil see a box that
says 'feather' next to it. Fill the box with themher 15.

On your photo, lasso the part that you would like to show wplor.

This is the hardest part, because you want to be vezjutabout getting
as close to the subject as you can.

Once you have the subject lassoed, push your delete buti@muon
keyboard.

You should now see that your subject is in color, anather parts of
the photograph are still in black and white.

You can now go to layer>merge visible.

That's when | decided to
try rub-on photo frames. These things are fabulously
easy to apply and add a finished look to your page—fast!

On my sample layout, | used the largest frame rub-on in
this month’s Medley kit. These rub-ons are by
Imaginisce, but you can also find similar products by
Basic Grey, Daisy D’s and Reminisce. | chose toause
frame larger than my photo and rubbed it around the
outside perimeter. However, you can also apply these
directly to your photos for another cool look. | kept my
photo straight and angled the rub-on. If you're like me
and tend to have very linear layouts, this is a good way
to try an angled look without actually moving your
pictures.

The next time you're looking to speed up the photo
matting process, try a rub-on frame!

branches hole punch

metal bucket matching cardstock
orange paint (for bucket) adhesive
wire black & white pens
Spanish moss floral foam
ribbon deco scissors
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hot glue and glue gun

If you don’t have one branch that resembles a tree naksy branches and gather them together with wire
to form a tree shape. Paint with black spray paint.

Paint silver bucket with orange paint.

Take a large sticker like the “Happy Halloween” one fieeminisce or you could use any other source
such as die cuts or typed title and apply it to black cacistCut out with decorative edged scissors.
Make sure metal tin bucket is dry and glue floral foarhéoinside of the bucket. Adhere “Happy
Halloween” title to the front like shown on example.

Take painted branches and push them into the centeg 8bthl foam. You can remove the branches,
squirt hot glue into the holes, and then re-insert bieselactly as before for a stronger hold.

Fill bucket with Spanish moss covering the floral foam.

Take any small 2x3 pictures and Halloween stickers oo#mr type of decoration you might like and
mount them on any patterned paper and/cardstock as desired.

Punch small holes in items and thread ribbon of youicehitirough and tie to the individual branches
arranging items as you go for a unified look.

There you go ~ a spooktacular Halloween decoration!
