1) Journaling spots

Journaling spots seems to be the rage these days. Oeasiign
create an individual journaling spot with stamps fromkBaorch
Memories.

2) Accents

Create your own accents using stamps. | often find thafpiacket
of embellishments, there will be words that | will eeuse. Hence,
using stamps, | can easily create the accents vinattl for
decorating my page.

3) Epoxy embellishment

Stamp an image on a cardstock. Cut out the
image. If you want to strengthen the image,
adhere several cardstock pieces to the back. In
order to achieve the epoxy look, | apply a layer of
glossy accent or diamond glaze. Let it dry. Voila,
you have created your own epoxy accent.

4) Chipboard embellishment

If you are like me—a hoarder of raw chipboards—here’siekqu

way of turning them into an embellishment. | ink the bbigrd

with my desired color, stamp an image, and decoratéhteither
glossy accents or glitter. To take it further, | somes punch two
small holes to mimic button holes, and you have a batoent
for your pages.

Jazz Up Those Felt Embellishments

Now that you've acquired some of the new felt emidaitients or have made some of your own, let's see what
we can do to jazz them up a bit.

For starters, | decided to layer two felt flowers add other components
such as rhinestones and flowers. You could also add buatscssother
alternative. | added a bit of embroidery stitching downcnater of the
petals for another added touch.

| next decided to take a hand-cut heart | had stamped ognatmellish it
with dimensional paint. | love the effect of this ahd possibilities are
endless.

I have a passion for flowers and ribbon, so my nexefabellie had to
include both. I cut two rings of felt in two differentlors making one
slightly bigger than the other. | layered the circlesoadingly. | then took
about an 18" piece of coordinating ribbon and began to todipgonally,
stitching from the bottom center of the felt circlestlmpugh the ribbon to
hold it securely. When all the ribbon was looped and rb&stra flower, |
stitched down one more time and tied it off on thedsottl inserted a
rhinestone gem and voila!

You can also use the hard felt for page borders and adsi togbeinch
them up a bit.

For my final felt embellie, | decided to cover the frohta mini aloum
using all felt. I traced the shape and cut the felhehtdecided to blanket
stitch the edge with embroidery floss. Using Fabri-glae | adhered the
felt to the front of the heart-shaped mini album. alcgld the felt flower |
made along with some buttons.

The photo row is highlighted
by strips of patterned paper to create a border above
and to the left. {Note: Each patterned paper strip is
4x12.} | added a journaling spot for two
purposes...obviously to include my journaling, but
also to draw attention to the title. | love the oppace
at the base of this layout for a long title. | chose t
colors and three different fonts. The “here” is
Chatterbox chipboard from the add-on, the “grin” is
from my stash of Heidi Swapp, and the remaining
words are Doodlebug alpha stickers from my stash.
The title work consumed the bulk of my 10 minutes.

15 minutes!
Isn’t it amazing what five minutes of embellishments|
can add to a layout? For this layout, | added three pljoto
corners, a border strip of chipboard, and a sentiment.
These chipboard additions not only tied my color
scheme together, but also add dimension to the layquit. |
love how the introduction of a new color brightened ny
layout—orange is my new favorite color. These quic
additions made a big difference!
