10 minutes!

This one is pretty simple. Trim the paper to the
size you want, mine are about 8.5 by 8.5 for the
bottom layer, then take the paisley and trim it to
approximately 10.5 by 5.5. Attach the paper, add
the wavy adhesive strip, and then the buttons.
Next, | matted the photos onto the brown
cardstock to make them stand out a little better.
Place the photos where you want them and add a
few embellishments if you wish (Note: | added a
cardstock sticker between the photos). | also
added the title using some rubons from my
stash...ta da...you are done!

15 minutes!

To make it even quicker, for this layout | left
everything how it was on the 10 minute layout. |
then added a few pieces of the striped paper from
the kit. Then | used my Cricut to make a Friends
title and added the bow to the memories sticker. |
also added some doodling, and that was it. Makes
it look like a different layout and in so very little
time.

{8 Steps to Better Photos}

1. ALWAYS PACK YOUR CAMERA

This is an incredibly obvious yet most overlooked tip. ou't have to carry everything but there are some
must haves. A small, lightweight point and shoot camatfaa decent built in zoom is all you will need to turn
moments into lasting and memorable photos.

2. THINK LIKE A PHOTOJOURNALIST

Let your camera tell the story. Whether you are takirggyelay photos or memorable life events, you should
strive to shoot a complete photo story. Go beyond stamdes®dl shots and capture as much candid action and
emotion as you can.

3. PRE-VISUALIZE YOUR PHOTOS
Rather than walk around aimlessly during photo events &aasuaple plan and stick to it. Anticipate actions
before they happen. You'll save time, energy and frustraut being in the right place at the right time.

4. READ YOUR CAMERA MANUAL

This manual is your friend and at times will be a $i&ver! You won't be able to capture beautiful pictures i
you are fumbling with the basics on how to work your eaaml've found | learn something new every time |
read it.

5. KEEP IT SIMPLE

Pay attention to detail. Strive for clean, crisp am@dicimages. Often times it's the little things tiat
otherwise good photos. The key is eliminating as much vedugiér until your viewfinder contains only those
elements that are essential to the best photo and galisie.

6. NATURAL LIGHT
The sun can be your friend or your worst enemy. Godd éguals good photos. You want the sun falling over
your shoulder and onto your subject...unless you want bacldilhouetted images.

7. LEARN FROM OTHERS
Just like scrapbooking examples of good photography are ah@ngs. Study magazines, books, web sites
etc. If you see a photo which you think is done well amglpbssible to talk to the photographer ask questions.

8. SHOOT HIGH AND LOW

Changing your perspective can do wonders for your imageshbgting your photos from different levels. Sit
on the ground, stand on a chair play around and havé&ftive for quality rather than quantity.
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Explosion Box

I've found what | think to be the cutest project yethieexplosion box is actually quite simple to credike
only time consuming part will be embellishing to your liking.

1. Begin by choosing four double-sided cardstock weight
papers.

2. The first paper (the one that will be the outsitlthe box,
and the base layer of the photos) should be 12x12 inches.
You will need to score the paper 4 inches in fedinfiour
sides, and cut out the corners (4x4 squares).

3. The next paper trim to 11x11, and score the side3%t 3.
inches. Cut out the corners.

4. The third paper needs to be trimmed to 10x10. You should

score the paper at 3.5 inches on each side, anyedhe
corners.

5. This will leave you with 3 perfectly layered piecesyour
box.

6. Decorate and embellish these layers however ysiu with
stamps, flowers, ribbon, ink, etc. When you'vesfied
decorating the layers, adhere the centers.

7. To create the lid you will need to trim your paper t8 8x
inches. Score the edges atifches.

This time, only cut one side of the square on the edge.

Glue the flap you have created to the inside of the lid.
Flip it over, and embellish as you wish.

Your lid should fit on your box bottom perfectly and give a
exploding effect when removed.

5. On the first inside page (page 1), trim one of your phtwt@&S by 4” and place that photo in the upper right
corner of the 4X6 cardboard. Corner round the upper rainiec of the photo. Decorate the remainder of
page 1.

6. The pattern for the inside pages consists of photoBeolett and journaling on the right. | used the
7Gypsies square stamp for my journaling on the Vanilla iBakzthen embellished with a Queen&Co
flower and Tres Jolie button. You could punch squaresand draw or ink the edges for your journaling
too. Repeat this pattern for all the pages. See pages 2-6.

7. Bythe way, | had a couple extra photos | wanted to incdodeadded 2 more 4X6 pages to the end of my
book. Also, you'll notice that | broke my pattern digto on left and journaling on right...I just had too
many photos to include



8. Punch 4 holes into your pages for the binding on the it Jihe first hole should be %2 inch from the top,
2" hole — 1" from the first, then 1” apart after that.

9. Assemble with either ribbon or metal rings.
