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Use your stash !
Michelle O’Keefe

This month we will focus on ideas to use up out of style petepaper in unique and creative ways.
There are so many things you can do with out of style gagikrin scrapbook layouts and non-scrapping projects. If you
have any of that paper with the design around the whole outiygendth the center basically blank, you can take
advantage of that pre-made border. It is perfect farickgard where the border shows on 2 edges of the carccafou
also make a pretty message pad / list pad for your redtmyeor a paper holder.
Refrigerator message/ list pad Cut 12 X 12 paper into 4 pieces - 4 inches by 8 inches wide
and a cardboard backing the same size. Punch 2 holes ohtbreshort ends and use a 4 X 4
inch piece of paper for the edge wrapping. Attach a magietsthe back so it can hang on
your frig. Thread a piece of ribbon though the sheetspoard, and edge wrapping, and tie.
Embellish. You can run a perforator along the top of shefet for easy tearing also.
Paper holder - cut the end off of a priority mailing box at an anglee inch on one side to
about 4 inches on the opposite side. Use your older papers talebox and use it to hold
your patterned papers and cardstock.

Ideas to change that paper whitewash it with
any color paint to make it a color you like better (a
watered down acrylic paint) --- stamp all over it
with an alphabet or a full rubber stamp image
sheet which has not yet been cut apart --- cut it
into 1/2 inch to one inch strips and weave
it with another paper to become a background
paper (a la Anna Griffin) --- stamp images or words asiihg your
Versamark ink pad to create a watermark look --- esibtzamped images or
words with clear UTEE all over it to create custom papercut/punch it up
into 2 squares and use all different but similar coloepao create a quilt
like patchwork background sheet for a layout --- usetih@pages of a mini
book which will be mostly covered up anyway --- make it mtreative idea
book for your scrapping ideas, sketches, journaling notesut-into thin
strips and use it to "sew" on your layout or to creataa fibbon --- use it
as photo mats adding a thin solid cardstock also #ssary --- crumple it
and ink to change the color and texture of it --- craatellage layout and use
pieces of the paper in between or as the background paper.

Another thing I like to do if | have a paper I'm not crabp is to use it as

the background paper instead of cardstock when | know mdse of

background paper is going to be covered up anyway. It is ig@lsdouse as a 2nd layer background paper if my real
background paper is very thin like Chatterbox, just gloa ithe back to make it sturdier.

Try a cool tissue paper techniguéo transform the paper -
Using tissue paper, rubber stamps, and gloss gel medium, you
can create an interesting textured paper. Several coaspani
made a designed tissue paper, but you can make your own with
white or color tissue paper by stamping images or words /
phrases on it with permanent ink like Stazon. Tear tipaper
into 3 - 4 inch pieces. Brush gel medium on the patterned pape
and randomly place the tissue paper pieces into the wet gel
medium. Overlap for more intense color and pattefitgen
brush over the entire thing with a 2nd coat of gel medium.
Smooth out any large wrinkles with your fingers while gtig
wet. Let dry. This creates some pretty translucesmrta
Get to work using up that older paper so you can buy someayeevs guilt free ! You might just create something
wonderful.

Sew with Ribbon

The sheer ribbons in the July

Back Porch Memories kit are
perfect for creating handmade
sewn accents on your pages.

It's very easy; here are the

steps to create something beautiful.

1. For each flower, pierce 10 holes
through your layout in a ¥z inch
diameter circle.

2. Using a needle, thread ribbon, Basic flower with 4 petals,
start from the bottom up through :

one hole, down through the next - ours will be 5 petals.
hole and leave a %2 inch or greater loop for eacH.pita loops do not need to be perfect shape or size. Th
randomness adds charm.

3. Once you have formed the 5 loops, use a thin fibBoss to tack down each loop at
the top end.

4. To create buds, pierce one hole. Come up fromatie with the ribbon, twist the
needle and ribbon a few turns, and go back down into the kale. Don't pull it tight,
leaving the little bud on top. Create stems with agttdine stitch.
